The directors, in preparing this Strategic report, have complied with section 414C of the Companies Act 2006.
Review of the business and future developments

Mondi Investments Limited (“the Company”) is an investment holding company. The directors have the present
intention of maintaining its business in the current form and believe the Company’s future prospects to be
satisfactory. The purpose of the Company is to hold investments for the Mondi Group (the “Group”). The
performance of the Company’s investments are discussed in the Group’s Integrated report and financial
statements 2022. The Company’s directors believe that further key performance indicators of the Company are
neither necessary nor appropriate for an understanding of the performance or position of the business.

To streamline the Mondi Group legal structure a restructuring of the Mondi Investments Limited shareholdings
was carried out during 2022. Prior to the restructuring Mondi Investments Limited held shares in Mondi US
Holdings LLC indirectly, via its shareholdings in Mondi International Holdings BV. The restructuring resulted
in Mondi Investments Limited holding the shares in Mondi U.S. Holdings LLC directly. For more information
see Note 10.

The profit for the financial year after tax was €574,591,533 (2021: loss of €1,234,805,777). The profit in the
current year is due to the dividend income received from investments and the loss in prior year is due to an
impairment of investments. A dividend of €574,700,000 (2021: €730,800,000) was paid during the year. The
Directors do not recommend the payment of a final dividend for the current financial year.

Section 172 Statement

This section of the Strategic report describes how the directors have had regard to the matters set out in Section
172 (1) of the Companies Act 2006 (“s172””) when performing their duty to promote the success of the Company
for the benefit of its shareholders. As the Company is a wholly-owned subsidiary of the Group, its parent company
and other members of the Group are key stakeholders of the Company. Accordingly, the interests of the Group
have been taken into account by the directors and decisions have been made in agreement with the Board of
Mondi plc, the ultimate parent entity of the Group.

Risk management

The directors considered the risks attached to the Company’s financial instruments, which principally comprise
trade and other receivables, trade and other payables and loans to and from other group companies. The
Company’s activities expose it primarily to foreign exchange and interest risk. Both risks are actively monitored
on a regular basis and managed through the use of foreign exchange contracts and interest swaps as appropriate.
Material balance sheet exposures are hedged. The Company’s exposure to credit risk and liquidity risk is not
material for the assessment of assets, liabilities and the financial statements. The directors aim to maintain an
appropriate capital structure and to conservatively manage the Company’s financial risk exposures in compliance
with all laws and regulations. For more information on the Group, please see the principal risks and risk
management on pages 72 to 81 of the Group’s Integrated report and financial statements 2022, which does not
form part of this report but provides details of the consideration given to stakeholders by the Group.

The directors’ policy on hedging is to hedge all financial risks where it is feasible and cost effective to do so. At
31 December 2022 the Company recognised a total derivative assets of €8,767 (2021: liability of €10,137). This
amount relates to the economic hedging of foreign exchange exposures on a deposit in trade and other receivables.

The Company holds investments within the Mondi Group. The underlying performance of these investments
could impact the carrying value of the investments.

Going concern
The directors believe that the Company will continue to act as a holding company for the Mondi Group.

The Company’s ultimate holding company, Mondi plc, has confirmed that it will provide continued support for
the Company to meet its obligations as they fall due for a period of not less than 12 months from the signing of
the Company’s annual financial statements.

As a result, the directors believe that the Company will continue to be a going concern into the foreseeable future
and have adopted the going concern basis of accounting.

Russian operations

The company has an indirect interest in the Group’s Russian businesses. In May 2022, the Board of the Group
decided to divest the Group’s Russian assets. The disposals are conditional on the approval of the Russian
Federation’s Government Sub-Commission for the Control of Foreign Investments and customary antitrust
approvals. The Syktyvkar disposal is also subject to the approval of Mondi’s shareholders at a General Meeting.
These approvals remain outstanding. As the disposals are being undertaken in an evolving political and
regulatory environment, there can be no certainty as to when they will be completed

Directors’ report

Events occurring after 31 December 2022

On 12 January 2023, the Group completed the acquisition of the Duino mill near Trieste (Italy) from the Burgo
Group for a total consideration of €40 million. The mill operated one paper machine producing lightweight
coated mechanical paper. Mondi plans to convert this paper machine to produce around 420,000 tonnes per
annum of high-quality recycled containerboard for an estimated investment of around €200 million.

Furthermore, Mondi AG acquired 100% of the shares in Mondi Neusiedler GmbH and Ybbstaler Zellstoff
GmbH for a purchase price of €10 each from Mondi SCP a.s. and Obaly SOLO s.r.o. respectively on 27
February 2023.

There have been no other material reportable events since 31 December 2022.

e Identifying and testing a sample of journal entries in relation to unexpected account combinations and post close
period journals; and

e Reviewing board meeting minutes up to the date of the audit report.

We are less likely to become aware of instances
of non-compliance with laws and regulations that are not closely related to events and transactions reflected in the
financial statements. Also, the risk of not detecting a material misstatement due to fraud is higher than the risk of not
detecting one resulting from error, as fraud may involve deliberate concealment by, for example, forgery or intentional
misrepresentations, or through collusion.

General information

Mondi Investments Limited is a private company limited by shares and incorporated and domiciled in the
United Kingdom under the Companies Act. The address of the registered office is given on page 1. The nature
of the Company’s operations and its principal activities are set out in the Strategic report on page 2.

These financial statements are separate financial statements. The Company is exempt from the requirement to
prepare consolidated financial statements under section 400 of the Companies Act 2006, because it is
consolidated in the consolidated financial statements of Mondi plc. The consolidated financial statements are
available to the public and can be obtained as set out in note 19.

Significant accounting policies
Basis of preparation

The Company meets the definition of a qualifying entity under Financial Reporting Standard 100. Accordingly,
in the year ended 31 December 2022, the financial statements have therefore been prepared in accordance with
Financial Reporting Standard 101, ‘Reduced Disclosure Framework’ (“FRS 1017).

The financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the Companies Act 2006 as applicable to
companies using FRS 101. As permitted by FRS 101, the Company has taken advantage of the disclosure
exemptions available under that standard in relation to business combinations, financial instruments, capital
management, presentation of a cash-flow statement, standards not yet effective, and related party transactions.

Where required, equivalent disclosures are given in the consolidated financial statements of Mondi plc. The
consolidated financial statements are available to the public and can be obtained as set out in note 19.

The financial statements are prepared on the historical cost basis, with derivative financial instruments held at
fair value through profit or loss. The principal accounting policies adopted are described below. They have all
been applied consistently throughout the year and the preceding year.

New accounting policies, early adoption and future requirements

Going concern

After making enquiries, the directors have formed a judgement that, at the time of approving the financial
statements, and having considered the Company’s forecasts and projections, there is a reasonable expectation
that the Company has adequate resources to continue in operation for the foreseeable future. The Company’s
ultimate holding company, Mondi plc, has confirmed that it will provide continued support for the Company to
meet its obligations as they fall due for a period of not less than 12 months from the signing of the Company’s
annual financial statements. For this reason, the directors continue to adopt the going concern basis in preparing
the financial statements.

Dividend and interest income

Dividend income from investments is recognised as investment income in the profit and loss account when the
shareholder’s right to receive payment has been established (provided that it is probable that the economic
benefits will flow to the Company and the amount of revenue can be measured reliably). Where the receipt of a
dividend from a share in group undertakings results in an impairment of the investment in that undertaking, the
Company’s policy is to present the dividend received and the resulting impairment charge gross if the dividend
represents a return on investment. The factors considered by the Directors when determining whether a
distribution represents a return on investment or return of investment include the following:

* The amount of the distribution relative to the original investment value;
* The legal form of the distribution; and
* The future operating plans for the subsidiary after the distribution.

Interest income is recognised when it is probable that the economic benefits will flow to the Company and the
amount of income can be measured reliably. Interest income is accrued on a time basis, by reference to the
principal outstanding and at the effective interest rate applicable.

Dividend payments

Dividend distributions to the Company’s shareholders are recognised as a liability in the period in which the
dividend is declared and approved.

Taxation
Current tax

Current tax, including UK corporation tax and foreign tax, is provided at amounts expected to be paid (or
recovered) using the tax rates and laws that have been enacted or substantively enacted by the reporting date.

The tax currently payable is based on taxable profit for the year. Taxable profit differs from net profit as reported
in the profit and loss account because it excludes items of income or expense that are taxable or deductible in
other years and it further excludes items that are never taxable or deductible.

Deferred tax

Deferred tax is the tax expected to be payable or recoverable on differences between the carrying amounts of
assets and liabilities in the financial statements and the corresponding tax bases used in the computation of
taxable profit, and is accounted for using the balance sheet liability method. Deferred tax liabilities are
generally recognised for all taxable temporary differences and deferred tax assets are recognised to the extent
that it is probable that taxable profits will be available against which deductible temporary differences can be
utilised. Such assets and liabilities are not recognised if the temporary difference arises from the initial
recognition of goodwill or from the initial recognition (other than in a business combination) of other assets
and liabilities in a transaction that affects neither the taxable profit nor the accounting profit.

The carrying amount of deferred tax assets is reviewed at each balance sheet date and reduced to the extent that
it is no longer probable that sufficient taxable profits will be available to allow all or part of the asset to be
recovered. Deferred tax is calculated at the tax rates that are expected to apply in the period when the liability
is settled or the asset is realised based on tax laws and rates that have been enacted or substantively enacted at
the balance sheet date.

Deferred tax is charged or credited in the profit and loss account, except when it relates to items charged or
credited in other comprehensive income, in which case the deferred tax is also dealt with in other
comprehensive income. Deferred tax assets and liabilities are offset when there is a legally enforceable right to
set off current tax assets against current tax liabilities and when they relate to income taxes levied by the same
taxation authority and the Company intends to settle its current tax assets and liabilities on a net basis.

Foreign currency

The financial statements are presented in euros, which is the currency of the primary economic environment in
which the Company operates (its functional currency).

Transactions in currencies other than the functional currency are recorded at the rate of exchange at the date of
the transaction. Monetary assets and liabilities denominated in foreign currencies have been translated at the
rates of exchange prevailing at the reporting date. All exchange differences were accounted for in the Profit and
loss account.

Investments in subsidiaries

Investments are reviewed for impairment whenever events or changes in circumstances indicate that the carrying
amount may not be recoverable. An impairment loss is recognised for the amount by which the carrying amount
exceeds its recoverable amount. The recoverable amount is the higher of fair value less costs of disposal and
value in use.

For the purposes of assessing impairment, assets are grouped at the lowest levels for which there are largely
independent cash inflows. Prior impairments (other than goodwill) are reviewed for possible reversal at each
reporting date.

The investments are recorded at cost less any accumulated impairment.
Financial instruments

Financial assets and financial liabilities are recognised in the Company’s balance sheet when the Company
becomes a party to the contractual provisions of the instrument.

Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents comprise cash on hand and demand deposits, together with short-term, highly liquid
investments of a maturity of three months or less from the date of acquisition that are readily convertible to a
known amount of cash and that are subject to an insignificant risk of changes in value.

Debtors and creditors

Trade debtors and creditors are initially recognised at fair value and are subsequently carried at amortised cost
using the effective interest rate method.

Critical accounting judgements and key sources of estimation uncertainty

In the application of the Company’s accounting policies, the directors are required to make judgements,
estimates and assumptions about the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities that are not readily apparent from
other sources. The estimates and associated assumptions are based on historical experience and other factors that
are considered to be relevant. Actual results may differ from these estimates. The estimates and underlying
assumptions are reviewed on an ongoing basis. Revisions to accounting estimates are recognised in the period
in which the estimate is revised if the revision affects only that period, or in the period of the revision and future
periods if the revision affects both current and future periods.

Significant accounting estimate — Impairment of investments

Fixed asset investments are stated at cost, less, where appropriate, provisions for impairment. Any potential
impairment is evaluated based on the net carrying value of the investment against its recoverable amount which
has been determined based on current business plans. Any change in future intentions could result in a change
in the recoverable amount which may lead to further impairment. See Note 10 ‘Investments’ for the relevant
disclosures.

Significant accounting estimate — Valuation of investments

Fixed asset investments are measured at fair value on initial recognition. Refer to note 10 for the approach and
key assumptions used in measuring the fair value of the investments in Mondi U.S. Holdings LLC on the relevant
transaction date.

The directors do not consider any of the judgements as critical accounting judgements as defined in I1AS 1.

Directors and employees

The Company had no employees during the year (2021: none). The directors received no remuneration or
emoluments in respect of the services provided to the Company during the year (2021: nil).

Other operating expenses

The audit fee for the audit of the Company’s financial statements of £27,760 (2021: £118,079) has been borne
by the Company in both years.

To streamline the Mondi Group legal structure a restructuring of the Mondi Investments Limited shareholdings
was carried out during 2022. Prior to the restructuring Mondi Investments Limited held shares in Mondi U.S.
Holdings LLC indirectly, via its shareholdings in Mondi International Holdings BV.

The restructuring resulted in Mondi Investments Limited holding the shares in Mondi U.S. Holdings LLC
directly. Mondi Investments Limited purchased 100% shares in Mondi U.S. Holdings LLC from Mondi
International Holdings BV for €363,800,000.

The dividend received from Mondi International Holdings BV in the amount of €363,800,000 is recognised as
a return on investment in other comprehensive income, as it represents an unrealised profit that arose out of the
sale of 100 % shares of Mondi U.S. Holdings LLC from Mondi International Holdings BV to Mondi Investments
Limited. The amount of unrealised profit has been presented in equity in other reseres.

The most important key assumptions for determining the fair value of the subsidiary acquired as part of the
restructuring were as follows:

e cash flow forecasts were derived from the budget most recently approved by the Board of Mondi plc
covering the period up to 31 December 2024;

On 12 January 2023, the Group completed the acquisition of the Duino mill near Trieste (Italy) from the Burgo
Group for a total consideration of €40,000,000. The mill operated one paper machine producing lightweight
coated mechanical paper. Mondi plans to convert this paper machine to produce around 420,000 tonnes per
annum of high-quality recycled containerboard for an estimated investment of around €200,000,000.

Furthermore, Mondi AG acquired 100% of the shares in Mondi Neusiedler GmbH and Ybbstaler Zellstoff GmbH
for a purchase price of €10 each from Mondi SCP a.s. and Obaly SOLO s.r.o0. respectively on 27 February 2023.
